These are
the reasons why you want high-quality professional equipment used at your
event. And that's exactly what we provide you with.

All of our equipment is chosen for excellent sound/video quality and reliability.
We have modularized our primary sound systems to provide maximum
flexibility. We choose which components to bring to any event based on
factors such as number of rooms needing sound, size of the rooms/crowds,
and space available for equipment.

+ Intelligent Lighting

This is our primary music source system. It is designed to give us lots of
flexibility to handle many different event needs. It can handle audio, video,
slide shows, power-point presentations, live camera feeds, and more.

+ PCDJ — computer based sound playback system

level mixer which gives us the ability to attach another 5 microphones
or instruments in addition to the normally attached components listed
below.

* All Sennheiser wireless microphone systems have selectable frequencies that can be
changed in the event of interference from other UHF signals (such as other entertainers in the
same building). All transmitters and receivers are interchangeable, so transmitters from one
source system can be used with the other (for backup or if two tie clip or handheld
microphones are needed at one time).

This is a small system that we use when we need to provide a second full
sound system in another room for a wedding ceremony or a cocktail hour.

Line Conditioner / Voltage Regulator (regulates input power to provide
clean output voltage to sound system when used as a 2nd sound
system without the main system's UPS)

signals to the subwoofers and the rest of the signals to the main
speakers. Can also add time-delay for remote speakers if needed. Also
does output limiting to prevent amplifiers/speakers from being
accidentally overdriven/damaged.)

Professional 19” rack case

2 D & B speakers (300 watt 15-inch woofers, 100 watt 2-inch
compression tweeters). Used with wireless receivers for remote sound
(up to 450 feet max from transmitter at main system). Also used as
backup to amplifiers and speakers from systems 1 and 2.



+ 1 Sennheiser SK100 transmitter and 2 EK100 receivers to provide
wireless sound to self-powered speakers.

These provide backup power to keep the main sound system (mixer, IPods,
wireless microphone receivers, amplifiers, and speakers) going in the event of
a power failure. There is enough reserve capacity to run without utility power
for at least 15 minutes, and quite possibly more than that (depending on the
volume level/amount of power being drawn). We actually did a party on a boat
where the boat's generator refused to start after the boat was disconnected
from shore power. By scaling back to a single powered speaker, our UPS was
able to keep the music going for the entire 5 hour cruise! Our subsequent
analysis suggest that our battery setup should be able to support 2 powered
speakers, wireless mic receivers, mixer, and PCDJ computer system for at
least 5 hours!

For outdoor events where power is not available, we can supply a generator:

The D & B C7 system has been specifically optimized for small and medium
sized configurations with high SPL capabilities. Applications range from
touring and production use to installations where medium to long throw and
controlled dispersion over a wide frequency range is required. This is
achieved through meticulous care in developing the individual components,
together with d&b's unique design approach, based on a holistic view of the
interaction between loudspeaker and electronics. This approach results in a
system with far greater linearity than would otherwise be achievable. This rig
is capable of handling anything up 600 - 800 people in an indoor environment.

The D & B B2 sub: Although sophisticated control electronics maintain a
distinct edge over rival design approaches, other equally fundamental
considerations also play their part. The choice of low frequency driver design
parameters, the selection of diaphragm materials, magnet structure, motor
geometry and cone assembly allow for the best balance between low end
capability, clean midrange and effortless high end. The clearly audible effect is
the lack of listening fatigue even with the most complex program materials at
peak levels. The F1222, B1-SUB and B2-SUB systems belong to the d&b
active controller range and are characterized by their carefully controlled
frequency response and high output capability.
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The D12 amplifier is a two channel amplifier utilising DSP to incorporate
loudspeaker specific configuration information. It has both digital and analog
signal inputs, remote control, monitoring capabilities and a switch mode power
supply. The D12 has a processing delay equivalent to 0.3ms.
